May 21, 2016 Event - Keesler Air Force Base tour by Karen Murray  

When most people hear  the words òTropical 

Stormó or òHurricane,ó their first thought is to 

head for  cover. However, for a small group of peo-

ple, itõs time to head to work. These are the crews 

that  fly and man the aircraft of the National Oce-

anic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) 

better known as the Hurricane Hunters.  

NOAA operates two Lockheed WP -3D Orions 

(N42RF òKermitó and N43RF òMiss Piggy) and 

one Gulfstream G IV (N49RF òGonzoó) as Hurri-

cane Hunters out of MacDill Air Force Base in 

Tampa, Fla. Additional support is supplied by 

Lockheed WC130-J aircraft of the 53rd Weather 

Reconnaissance Squadron of the Air Force Re-

serve based at Kessler Air Force Base in Biloxi, 

Miss.  

The different aircraft in the Hurricane Hunter 

fleet serve unique roles. The P -3s are flown at  low 

altitudes directly into the storms to gather wind 

speed and direction,  temperature and pressure 

data. In addition to instruments on the aircraft 

themselves, the numbers are obtained by drop-

ping dropsondes through the  bottom of the air-

craft that transmit the data to gathering equip-

ment on the aircraft. The Gulfstream G - IV flies 

at high altitude to gather data regarding winds 

and conditions above and around the storm, also 

by using dropsondes.  

You are now wondering òwhat does this 

have to do with my British caró? 

 

One of our members, Jeff Ragusa,  is a hurricane 

hunter and I followed his travels with the plane 

when it was touring the Caribbean.  Landing at 

every island they also gave tours of the plane.  

So...what a great opportunity for BMCNO to take 

a private tour of this interesting and life saving 

piece of machinery.  

In one of the many conservations Jeff also gave 

me a history lesson on the fact that after WWII 

the United States had so many air strips some of 

them were used for car racing.    

Check out the next page for a tentative schedule 

of our day.  NOTE:  we all arrive together for se-

curity reasons.  It is a very ambitious schedule 

that I hope we can keep.   

We will have time to drive our British òONLYó 

cars on the air strip and then we will run again 

with a Kessler Air Force Personnel.  The schedule 

has been confirmed  for Saturday, May 21st.  At-

tached is the information that I must have to Jeff 

by May 10th.  Everyone in your car will have to 

be included on this form and everyone in your car 

will need a photo identification without exception. 

Also, letõs all try to wear a BMCNO shirt to recog-

nize our group.
