The heavy rain in Nashville only lasted for a cou-

ple of hours on Friday afternoon, so the weather 

delivered much less bite than bark.

It was an eclectic mix - with 9 original mini's, 11 

chrome and 3 rubber bumpered MGB/C/GTs, 7 

Spridgets, a dozen TR 3s, 4s, and 6s, 4 T -series 

MGs, 2 MGAs,  3 E-Types, and 2 Big Healeys, a 

few Lotus, TVR, and Morgans - the normal stuff - 

together with a 1924 Rolls Royce Silver Ghost 

(had to be best in show) and two other Rolls/

Bentleys, a 1952 Austin A -40 Somerset "Street 

Rod", a 1952 Aston Martin DB2, a 1952 Singer, a 

1963 Triumph Vitesse, but the most interesting to 

me were a 1933 MG J2 coupe and a 1935 MG PA 

convertible.  They were amazingly cute little cars 

as were the older men that were driving them.
