The grqup
spent almost 2 years in Antarctica, eventually peescued after Shackleton and 5 others
sailed a lifeboat 300 miles, through a hurricanert island with a whaling station. Then
Shackleton and his sailing master had to hike aaasountain range and glacier to get to tjpe
station because they landed on the wrong sideeatand and the crew were too sick to salil
any further. The film combines a 2001 re-enactmeétit the original still photographs and
motion picture film footage from the expedition.liBge it or not, every single member of thg
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expedition survived.

Peter anfl |
moved our attention to the front of the car’s body.

In the firewall area, the top, the shelf, and thedr firewalls have been replaced with new
custom made sheet metal, as were the foot wellshenfitont floor boards. Peter produced alll
of these sections from flat sheet metal panels.

Replacement takes a lot of sheet metal, but iaodytlooks much better than patch work
repair.

The battery holder on the left hand top firewak ln@en repositioned to the center of the
firewall.

Peter has completed the major sheet metal replatemoek and will soon move on to lesser
repairs such as the replacement of the front dyaiters.
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The only other major work left to be done is thddng of the transmission cover. It may bg
made in more than one piece.

Two additional body to frame mounts have constiaicteder the inner front seat rails to
remove flexibility at those points. More to come. §
