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I really got on the accelerator of my 1275cc powere d Morris Minor sedan the other day and I noticed 
that the engine really did not perform to the max a t very high rpm’s.  

I usually set ignition timing by ear.  I place the distributor in its normal physical position, turn i t for 
highest engine rpm’s, and then back it off a few de grees.  I turn the vacuum advance knob to mid 
range.  

This procure is quick and will get the engine start ed easily and idling smoothly.  However, it is not 
good enough at high revs.  

In order to get the maximum power from the engine a t high revs, you must set the vacuum advance 
properly.  This requires the use of special equipme nt.  A timing light that is able to handle this job  
will have a graduated dial for setting the vacuum a dvance.  

Most of our LBC engine’s ignition systems are prett y simple.  But, different manufacture’s timing in-
struments vary.  So you will be required to follow their individual instructions.  Watch out for the 
negative verses positive ground thing and electroni c setups.  

The problem that I ran into was turning the distrib utor/vacuum knob and reading the setting at the 
engine crankshaft pulley at the same time!  No can do with a 1275cc Midget engine installed in a 
Morris Minor.  The gauge at which you must read the  setting is located at the bottom of the crank-
shaft pulley.  To make matters even worse, a framin g cross brace is positioned in front of the gauge.  

Short of getting up after reading the timing marks & back down after turning the distributor/vacuum 
setting each a bunch of times, this is really a “Tw o Guy Job”.   §
