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Last month, | wrote about being
driven around Chi
describe some of the crazy driving
practices | experienced.

So, they have all these multi-lane
expressways now, but just don't use
them the same way we do. Driving
in the left lane seems to be a mark
of honor or prestige, makes them
feel powerful or something. It seems
like the slow vehicles populate the
left lane and make everybody pass
on the right. My driver loves the left
lane, stays in it even when it's
stopped and all the lanes to the right
are moving. Don't quite under-
stand. When we had a few people
riding with me one day, | asked them
to ask him (he doesn't speak Eng-
lish) why he rides in the left lane all
the time. After about a 5 minute
conversation, they told me he said
that the driving rules around Shang-
hai DON'T say yo
the left lane. So, anyway, we stay in
the left lane most of the time, except
when we're occasionally passed on
the shoulder.

Yes, shoulders are treated just like
additional lanes by some driv-
ers.
