The
result of the analysis is that the newsletter will no
longer be mailed out in hard copy form. The hard
copy mailing of the newsletter was costing almost
as much as the member dues, but more impor-
tantly, it was limiting the amount of information
that could be sent to the members in the newslet-
ter.
