The flight over was great; we saw a rainbow and later a moonlit night. Two
good omens, I thought. The next thing I knew it was, “Coffee, Coffee” and
daylight...ready to land at Gatwick Airport. After the train to our hotel, we
were off on the streets of London. First stop, Portobello Road Antiques Market. 255
On Saturday the street is filled with stalls offering antiques, collectibles, etc.
